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Guidelines: PhD Discussion groups
(a maximum of 2 ECTS)
PhD discussion groups can be part of the TSP if they fulfill the following requirements:


1. The discussion group gets approval from the WIAS Education Committee (EC). To seek approval, the discussion group must submit a written application to the EC. This application describes a discussion-group-plan including: 

a. learning outcomes
b. content of the meetings
c. procedure
d. name(s) of supervising staff member(s)
e. contact person
f. group size (minimum of four participants, there is no maximum)
g. any other additional information 

2. The PhD discussion group meetings are kept regularly, at least 6 times per year.
3. At least one PhD supervisor is present at the meetings. This could be a WUR staff, someone from a company or another university with expertise for to support the content group discussion. 
4. For each meeting, the information that must be archived is (Appendix I): 
a. Date

b. Duration

c. Name of staff member present

d. Subject discussed

e. List of participants
5. The focus of the discussion groups can be changed after a year depending on the research focus of the attending PhD candidates. 
6. A report of the archived information (Appendix I) and the focus for the upcoming year must be sent to the WIAS office as an email attachment to wias@wur.nl .
7. Group members get a maximum of 2 ECTs for participation for the 4 years of their PhD. However, the number of credits received depends on attendance. Attending less than four meetings will not be considered as active participation in the discussion group.
8. Hybrid group meetings are encouraged to facilitate PhD living abroad. PhDs living in and around Wageningen must attend in-person.
After approval of a WIAS PhD discussion group by the EC, the group information will be included on the WIAS website.
