As the university is located on the German and Polish border, we offer student
dorms in Frankfurt (Oder) and Stubice.

Cost for dorms in Frankfurt (Oder): 190 — 380 €, single rooms
Cost for dorms in Stubice: 430— 845 PLN (90 — 180 €), mostly shared rooms
Private accommodation: ~200 — 400 €, single rooms in shared apartments

Living in Berlin is possible (travel by train ~1h); we do not offer dorms there.
