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What is floorball?

Floorball (also called unihockey) is a dynamic, young sport that
is especially popular in Scandinavia. The sport is a combination
between ice hockey and indoor hockey, and is a fast-paced and
highly dynamic game. Floorball can be played in two variants:
small field (10 x 20m) and big field (25 x 40m). Small field is
played with 4 field players, whereas big field is played with 5
field players and a goalie. The floorball field is surrounded by a
0.5 m high boarding, and the game is played with a plastic ball

and stick. Characteristic about the sport are the permissive rules:

you may control and defend the ball with your body, and it is
allowed to play the ball with both sides of the stick. As a result, it
is quite easy for beginners to learn the sport and play with more
experienced players right from the beginning!

Wageningen Floorball Association Stick Together
The one and only Wageningen Floorball Association Stick Together was
founded on the 24th of January 2001. The club is growing fast, and each
year we gain new enthusiastic members that keep the association alive.

Floorball at Sports Centre the Bongerd

Every student is welcome at the introduction training sessions during
the sports rights-free weeks. If you want to continue playing floorball,
you’ll have to become a Sticker (= a member of Stick Together)!

To become a member, you have to buy yearly sports rights and pay
contribution. After that, you can join our weekly trainings and take
part in all the social activities that the association organises. To join the
training, you only need to bring sportswear and indoor sport shoes,
Stick Together has sticks that you can borrow. Although after a while it

is advised to buy your own stick. Training often consists of two parts:
the first hour is for warming-up and practising technique, while the
second hour is dedicated to playing games. We play mostly small
field, with sometimes a big field training session in between.

If you want to challenge yourself even more, you can also partake in
the national competition. Both big and small field competitions are
held every half year, in which you play games against other floorball
associations. Next to the trainings, our board organises several social
activities throughout the year, such as game evenings, a pub crawl,
our yearly Friend and Family Tournament, and at the end of the
year, our famous Stickweekend. Even if you don't join the organised
activities, you can always find and join us for a drink at the Sports
pub after training!
